services, all of which are supported with Biblical passages. Or
consider "His One True Church” if you prefer to study using your
personal Bible. This is strongly encouraged, as it is the best
method of determining the Truth, without taking the word of any
man.

Each component of our Worship and Faith are clearly supported
by referenced passages from the Bible. This method takes
longer, but offers the advantage of knowing for certain that the
Doctrine is based solely upon the Word.

The Word of God is the TRUTH and the only source of the
TRUTH. We are instructed to SEARCH for the TRUTH in the
Holy Scriptures and to follow its commands to the letter.

A brief infroduction to a complex subject, particularly if an
individual is attempting to comprehend the entire Bible all at once

The Bible contains total of sixty-six somewhat unrelated books
written, by dozens of authors, over a period of approximately
1500 years. Developing an understanding, without assistance, is a
very difficult task, at best. Accepting the assistance offered
within this site will significantly reduce the effort and time
required.

The underlying motivation of most individuals, when they begin to
seriously study the Bible is to attempt to understand how to
properly become a true child of God and to obey His
commandments. The following is devoted to eliminating the
mystery and to assisting the reader come unto the KNOWLEDGE
of the TRUTH.

2 Timothy 3:16-17 (KJV) ALL scripture [is] given by inspiration of
God, and [is] profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction,
for instruction in righteousness (17) That the man of God my be
perfect, thoroughly furnished unto all good works.



What is the Scripture profitable for?

Colossians 2:14 (KJV) Blotting out the handwriting of ordinances
that was against us, which was contrary to us, and took it out of
the way, nailing it to his cross;

Since the handwriting of ordinances refers to the Old
Testament, when was it taken out of the way?

Galatians 3:24 (KJV) Wherefore the Law was our schoolmaster
[to bring us] unto Christ, that we might be justified by faith

Galatians 3:25 (KJV) But after that faith is come, we are no
longer under a schoolmaster.

Since we are saved or justified now by faith, are we under the old
law?

Hebrews 8:6 (KJV) But now hath he obtained a more excellent
ministry, by how much also he is the mediator of a better
covenant, which was established upon better promises.

Hebrews 8:7 (KJV) For if that first [covenant] had been
faultless, then should no place have been sought for the second.

Are we today under a better and new covenant with better
promises than the old covenant?

Hebrews 9:15-17 (KJV) And for this cause he is the mediator of
the new testament, that by means of death, for the redemption
of the transgressions [that were] under the first testament,
they which are called might receive the promise of eternal
inheritance.

of force after men are dead: otherwise it is of no strength at all
while the testator liveth.

What does transgress mean? (To transgress means to 'move
across" or go beyond that which God wants.)

Romans 5:8-10 (KJV) But God commendeth his love toward us, in
that, while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us. (9) Much more
then, being now justified by his blood, we shalt be saved from
wrath through him. (10) For if, when we were enemies, we were
reconciled to God by the death of his Son, much more, being
reconciled, we shall be saved by his Life.

Because God loved us, what happened for us?

John 14:6 (KJV) Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth,
and the Life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me.

What is the only way we can come to God the Father?

Matthew 7:21-23 (KJV) Not every one that saith unto me, Lord,
Lord, shall enter into the kingdom of heaven; but he that doeth



the will of my Father which is in heaven. (22) Many will say to me
in that day, Lord, Lord, have we not prophesied in thy name? and
in thy name have cast out devils? and in thy name done many
wonderful works? (23) And then will I profess unto them, I never
knew you: depart from me, ye that work iniquity.

Who will go o Heaven?

Matthew 7:13-14 (KJV) Enter ye in at the strait gate: for wide
[is] the gate, and broad [is] the way, that leadeth to destruction,
and many there be which go in thereat: (14) Because strait [is]
the gate, and narrow [is] the way, which leadeth unto Life, and
few there be that find it.

John 14:15 (KJV) If ye Love me, keep my commandments.
If we really love the Lord, what will we do?

John 3:16 (KJV) For God so loved the world, that he gave his only
begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish,
but have everlasting Life.

What does this verse say we must do to have eternal life?

John 8:24 (KJV) I said therefore unto you, that ye shalt die in
your sins: for if ye believe not that I am [he], ye shall die in your
sins.

Hebrews 11:6 (KJV) But without faith impossible to please [him]:
for he that cometh to God must believe that he is, and [that] he
is a rewarder of them that diligently seek him.

Luke 13:3 (KJV) I tell you, Nay: but, except ye repent, ye shall all
likewise perish.

Acts 8:37 (KJV) And Philip said, If thou believest with all thine
heart, thou mayest.

Acts 8:35-39 (KJV) Then Philip opened his mouth, and began at
the same scripture, and preached unto him Jesus. (36) And as
they went on way, they came unto a certain water: and the eunuch
said, See, [here is] water; what doth hinder me to be baptized?
(37) And Philip said, If thou believest with all thine heart, thou
mayest. And he answered and said, I believe that Jesus Christ is
the Son of God. (38) And he commanded the chariot to stand
still: and they went down both into the water, both Philip and the
eunuch; and he baptized him. (39) Arid when they were come up
out of the water, the Spirit of the Lord caught away Philip, that
the eunuch saw him no more: and he went on his way rejoicing.

When Philip preached Jesus, the Eunuch wanted to do what?

Mark 16:15-16 (KJV) And he said unto them, Go ye into all the
world, and preach the gospel to every creature. (16) He that
believeth and is baptized shall be saved; but he that believeth not
shall be damned.



According to these verses, what two things must we do before we
are saved?

Acts 2:37-41 (KIJV) Now when they heard [this], they were
pricked in their heart, and said unto Peter and to the rest of the
apostles, Men [and] brethren, what shall we do? (38) Then Peter
said unto them, Repent, and be baptized every one of you in the
name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins, and ye shalt
receive the gift of the Holy Ghost. (39) For the promise is unto
you, and to your children, and to all that are afar off, [even] as
many as the Lord our God shall call. (40) And with many other
words did he testify and exhort, saying, Save yourselves from
this untoward generation. (41) Then they that gladly received his
word were baptized: and the same day there were [unto them]
about three thousand souls.

What were these people told to do to have remission
(forgiveness) of sins?

What did it mean when they were told to save themselves?

Romans 6:3-6 (KJV) Know ye not, that so many of us as were
baptized into Jesus Christ were baptized into his death? (4)
Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death: that
Like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the
Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life. (5) For if
we have been planted together in the Likeness of his death, we
shall be also [in the Likeness] of [his] resurrection: (6) Knowing
this, that our old man is crucified with [him], that the body of sin
might be destroyed, that henceforth we should not serve sin.

What is baptism compared to in this passage?

How do we bury people?



I Peter 3:21 (KJV) The Like figure whereunto [even] baptism
doth also now save us (not the putting away of the filth of the
flesh, but the answer of a good conscience toward God,) by the
resurrection of Jesus Christ:

What does this verse say saves us?

Acts 22:16 (KJV) And now why tarriest thou? arise, and be
baptized, and wash away thy sins, calling an the name of the Lord.

When we are baptized what happens to our sins?
Why would you delay being baptized?

Acts 2:47 (KJV) Praising God, and having favour with all the
people. And the Lord added to the church daily such as should be
saved.

What happens to those who are saved?
Do they "join" the church?
Are they voted in?

John 17:11 (KJV) And now I am no more in the world, but these
are in the world, and I come to thee. Holy Father, keep through
thine own name those whom thou hast given me, that they my be
one, as we [are].

How does Jesus want us to be as He and God are?

I Corinthians 1:10-13 (KJV) Now I beseech you, brethren, by the
name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that ye All speak the same thing,
and [that] there be no divisions among you; but [that] ye be
perfectly joined together in the same mind and in the same
judgment. (11) For it hath been declared unto me of you, my



brethren, by them [which are of the house] of Chloe, that there
are contentions among you. (12) Now this I say, that every one of
you saith, T am of Paul; and I of Apollos; and I of Cephas; and T of
Christ. (13) Is Christ divided? was Paul crucified for you? or were
ye baptized in the name of Paul?

Is God pleased with religious division?
Why?

1 Corinthians 3:3-6 (KJV) For ye are yet carnal: for whereas
[there is] among YOU envying, and strife, and divisions, are ye
riot carnal, and walk as men? (4) For white one saith, I am of Paul;
arid another, I [am] of Apollos; are ye not carnal? (5) Who then is
Paul, and who [is] Apollos, but ministers by whom ye believed,
even as the Lord gave to every man? (6) I have planted, Apollos
watered; but God gave the increase.

What do strife and division show about people? (Carnal means
fleshly, worldly, or evil.)

Colossians 1:18 (KJV) And he is the head of the body, the church:
who is the beginning, the firstborn from the dead; that in all
[things] he might have the preeminence.

Colossians 1:24 (KJV) Who now rejoice in my sufferings for you,
and fill up that which is behind of the afflictions of Christ in my
flesh for his body's sake, which is the church:

What is the church called in these two verses?

Ephesians 4:4 (KJV) [There is] one body, and one Spirit, even as
ye are called in one hope of your calling;

Ephesians 4:5 (KJV) One Lord, one faith, one baptism,



How many bodies or churches are there?

Matthew 16:16 (KTJV) And Simon Peter answered and said, Thou
art the Christ, the Son of the Living God.

Matthew 16:18 (KJV) And I say also unto thee, That thou art
Peter, and upon this rock I will build my church; and the gates of
Hell Shall not prevail against it.

How many churches did Jesus build?

Ephesians 5:23 (KJV) For the husband is the head of the wife,
even as Christ is the head of the church: and he is the saviour of
the body.

Who is the Head of the Church?
Upon what did He build His church?

Philippians 1:1 (KJV) Paul and Timotheus, the servants of Jesus
Christ, to all the saints in Christ Jesus which are at Philippi, with
the bishops and deacons:

What two kinds of offices did churches have in the first
century? (Bishop, means overseer; deacons were special servants
working under the bishops. The Bible teaches that bishop,
overseer and pastor all refer to the same office.)

Romans 16:16 (KJV) Salute one another with an holy kiss. The
churches of Christ salute you.

What does this verse use as a term for groups of God's people?

Is a name important?



Acts 11:26 (KJV) And when he had found him, he brought him
unto Antioch. And it came to pass, that a whole year they
assembled themselves with the church, and taught much people.
And the disciples were called Christians first in Antioch.

What were the disciples called for the first time in Antioch?

Should we use only tferms found in Scripture to describe God's
people?

Hebrews 10:25 (KJV) Not forsaking the assembling of ourselves
together, as the manner of some [is]; but exhorting : and so much
the more, as ye see the day approaching.

Hebrews 10:26 (KJV) For if we sin willfully after that we have
received the knowledge of the truth, there remaineth no more
sacrifice for sins,

Should we make the assembling or gathering of the church an
important part of our life?

John 4:23 (KJV) But the hour cometh, and now is, when the true
worshippers shall worship the Father in spirit and in truth: for
the Father seeketh such to worship him.

1 Corinthians 11:23-26 (KJV) For I have received of the Lord that
which also I delivered unto you, That the Lord Jesus the night in
which he was betrayed took bread: (24) And when he had given
thanks, he brake [it], and said, Take, eat: this is my body, which is
broken for you: this do in remembrance of me. (25) After the
same manner also [he took] the cup, when he had supped, saying,
This cup is the new testament in my blood: this do ye, as oft as ye
drink [it], in remembrance of me. (26) For as often as ye eat this
bread, and drink this cup, ye do show the Lord's death till he
come.

What is the purpose of the Lord's Supper?

Acts 20:7 (KJV) And upon the first [day] of the week, when the
disciples came together to break bread, Paul preached unto them,
ready to depart on the morrow; and continued his speech until
midnight.

Why did the church assemble on the first day of the week?
(Breaking bread means the Lord's Supper.)



What else did Paul do?

1 Corinthians 16:1 (KTJV) Now concerning the collection for the
saints, as I have given order to the churches of Galatia, even so
do ye.

1 Corinthians 16:2 (KJV) Upon the first [day] of the week Let
every one of you lay by him in store, as [6od] hath prospered him,
that there be no gatherings when I come.

When should the church members give?
1 Thessalonians 5:17 (KJV) Pray without ceasing.
Should the Christian be consistent in prayer?

Ephesians 5:19 (KJV) Speaking to yourselves in psalms and hymns
and spiritual songs, singing and making melody in your heart to the
Lord;

What kind of music should Christians use to worship God?

Colossians 3:16 (KJV) Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly in
all wisdom; teaching and admonishing one another in psalms and
hymns and spiritual songs, singing with grace in your hearts to the
Lord.

Did you know that vocal music as named here is the only music
authorized or approved for Christian worship in the New
Testament?

Revelation 22:18 (KJV) For I testify unto every man that heareth
the words of the prophecy of this book, if any man shall add unto
these things, God shall add unto him the plagues that are written
in this book:



Revelation 22:19 (KJV) And if any man shall take away from the

words of the book of this prophecy, God shall take away his part
out of the book of Life, and out of the holy city, and [from] the

things which are written in this book.

Should we add to or take away from what the scriptures say?

Galatians 1:6-9 (KJV) I marvel that ye are so soon removed from
him that called you into the grace of Christ unto another gospel:
(7) Which is not another- but there be some that trouble you,
and would pervert the gospel of Christ. (8) But though we, or an
angel from heaven, preach any other gospel unto you than that
which we have preached unto you, Let him be accursed. (9) As we
said before, so say I now again, If any [man] preach any other
gospel unto you than that ye have received, Let him be accursed.

Can we preach or teach a doctrine not found in the New
Testament?

Romans 12:1 (KJV) I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the
mercies of God, that ye present your bodies a Living sacrifice,
holy, acceptable unto God, [which is] your reasonable service.

Romans 12:2 (KJV) And be not conformed to this world: but be ye
transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove
what [is] that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God.

What are we asked to present to God?
How are we to deal with the world?

Titus 2:11-14 (KJV) For the grace of God that bringeth salvation
hath appeared to all men, (12) Teaching us that, denying
ungodliness and worldly Lusts, we should live soberly, righteously,
and godly, in this present world; (13) Looking for that blessed



hope, and the glorious appearing of the great God and our Saviour
Jesus Christ; (I14) Who gave himself for us, that he might redeem
us from all iniquity, and purify unto himself a peculiar people,
zealous of good works.

How are we to live as Christians?

2 Timothy 2:15 (KJV) Study to show thyself approved unto God, a
workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the
word of truth.

Why are we to study?

Revelation 2:10 (KJV) Fear none of those things which thou shalt
suffer: behold, the devil shalt cast of you into prison, that ye may
be tried; and ye shall have tribulation ten days: be thou faithful
unto death, and I will give thee a crown of Life.

How long must we be faithful fo receive salvation?

James 4:17 (KJV) Therefore to him that knoweth to do good, and
doeth [it] not, to him it is sin.

If we know to do good and don't do it, what is it?
John 14:15 (KJV) If ye love me, keep my commandments.

What will we do if we truly love God?

(Revelation 2:10), "After this I beheld, and, lo, a great multitude,
which no man could number, of all nations, and kindreds, and
people, and tongues, stood before the throne, and before the
Lamb, clothed with white robes, and palms in their hands;"

(James
4:14) or Judgement Day arrives, But of that day and hour
knoweth no [man], no, not the angels of heaven, but my Father
only. (Matthew 24:36) either of which could occur at any time.

It was summarize by Jesus in John 14:6 "Jesus saith unto him, T AM the
WAY, the TRUTH, and The LIFE: NO MAN COMETH UNTO THE FATHER,
BUT BY ME.”

We are instructed repeatedly to determine and follow the Truth that is
Found only in the Bible. Since we are living under the New Covenant, the
New Testament contains all the information we need to determine exactly
the steps we must complete in order to be acceptable in the eyes of God.

John 1:17
For the law was given by Moses, [but] grace and TRUTH came by Jesus
Christ.

The following defines the all that is needed to come unto the knowledge of
the Truth and to acts of faith and obedience required to be Saved from the
flames of Hell. After you understand the requirements of your Heavenly
Father, it may occur to you that which is required are almost effortless and
they are. That's the reason it is called God's Simple Plan of Salvation.

To be saved the following simple steps are required:

@ We must understand clearly that ALL have sinned

ROMANS 3
23 For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God:;

@ We must understand that DEATH is the PENALTY for
unforgiven SIN

ROMANS 5
12 Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin;
and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned:

@ We must HEAR and understand that the "Good News" of the
gospel is that Jesus Christ paid the price of our sins.

MATTHEW 11



15 He that hath ears to hear, let him hear.

MATTHEW 17

5 While he yet spake, behold, a bright cloud overshadowed them: and behold
a voice out of the cloud, which said, This is my beloved Son, in whom I am
well pleased; hear ye him.

ACTS 2

37 Now when they heard [this], they were pricked in their heart, and said
unto Peter and to the rest of the apostles, Men [and] brethren, what shall
we do?

ACTS 4

4 Howbeit many of them which heard the word believed; and the number of
the men was about five thousand.

ACTS 19

5 When they heard [this], they were baptized in the name of the Lord
Jesus.

6 But without faith [it is] impossible to please [him]: for he that cometh to
God must believe that he is, and [that] he is a rewarder of them that
diligently seek him.

@ True Faith will cause us to render obedience to God's will

JOHN 14

43 To him give all the prophets witness, that through his name whosoever
believeth in him shall receive remission of sins.

ACTS 16

31 And they said, Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and thou shalt be saved,
and thy house.

ACTS 18

8 And Crispus, the chief ruler of the synagogue, believed on the Lord with all
his house; and many of the Corinthians hearing believed, and were baptized.

16 For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ: for it is the power of God
unto salvation to every one that believeth; to the Jew first, and also to the
Greek.

@ We must truly REPENT of our sins and admit that we have
sinned against God.

LUKE 13

3 I tell you, Nay: but, except ye repent, ye shall all likewise perish.
(Repeated in verse 5)

LUKE 24



47 And that repentance and remission of sins should be preached in his name
among all nations, beginning at Jerusalem.

ACTS 2

38 Then Peter said unto them, Repent, and be baptized every one of you in
the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins, and ye shall receive the
gift of the Holy Ghost.

ACTS 3

19 Repent ye therefore, and be converted, that your sins may be blotted
out, when the times of refreshing shall come from the presence of the Lord;
ACTS 17

30 And the times of this ignorance God winked at; but now commandeth all
men every where fo repent:

@ We must CONFESS that Christ is Lord

MATTHEW 16

9 That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt
believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be
saved.



10 For with the heart man believeth unto righteousness; and with the mouth
confession is made unto salvation.

MATTHEW 10

32 Whosoever therefore shall confess me before men, him will I confess
also before my Father which is in heaven.

Then just like Jesus was raised from the dead and came out of
His tomb, so God raises us up from the watery grave of baptism
in the newness of Life.

In the same manner as the
death, burial and resurrection of Jesus, so God raises us up
from the watery grave of BAPTISM in newness of life.



ROMANS 6

3 Know ye not, that so many of us as were baptized into Jesus Christ were
baptized into his death?

4 Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death: that like as
Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we
also should walk in newness of life.

The moment after YOU have arisen from BAPTISM, YOU have

been Born Again and have begun your new life in Christ. Happy
Birthday!

2CORINTHIANS 5
17 Therefore if any man [be] in Christ, [he is] a new creature: old things are
passed away; behold, all things are become new.

@ Now, as a "New Creature”, the Challenge is to Remain Faithful
and to follow the Narrow Path that leads to eternal Life, until
death. The eleventh chapter of Hebrews records interesting
chronicles of individuals who remained faithful until the end of
their lives.

@ What does it mean to Remain Faithful?

After an individual has been saved, it becomes their personal
mission is to continue to be saved by remaining faithful. The
steps we took leading us to salvation are of little value if, we do
not keep the FAITH. The Greek word for faithful is "Pistos”,
which means faithful, reliable, trustworthy and dependable.
Fortunately, the path leading to perfection is stated clearly
completely within the Bible. God has provided everything we need
in his Word to have everlasting life and to be happy while on
Earth.

Jesus built One True Church

All who are in fellowship with Christ are members of His Body,
the Church. The Church is a Spiritual Body, with Jesus Christ as



its head and the faithful throughout the world as members of His
Body. (Ephesians 1:22-23)

There is only one true Church, the Church built by Jesus Christ
(Matthew 16:18) In the Biblical times there were churches
established in Jerusalem, Ephesus, Rome, Smyrna, and other
places. These were not different types of churches, as is so
prevalent today, but congregations of Christians in various
locations.

Governing each Church was a group of ordained Elders, who
oversaw and tended to the spiritual needs of it members. (Acts
14:23) The early church used the congregational type of church
government. The Elders ordained at that location independently
governed each church. Today, following the pattern set by the
churches of the first century, wherever Christians join together
to extend fellowship to each other in worship, we find a
congregation or local church. The Church of Christ still makes
use of the congregational type church government. Therefore,
each church is independent and is bound to other Churches of
Christ only through Jesus Christ as the Head and a shared faith.

In keeping with our effort to carefully follow the Bible, our
worship consists only of those activities authorized in the New
Testament. On Sunday, the first day of the week, we observe
the Lord's Supper as a memorial of our Savior's death on the
cross. (Acts 20:7) We praise God and edify one another by
singing, making melody in our hearts to God (Ephesians 5:19) and
by offering prayers of supplication and thanksgiving. (1Timothy
2:1) Through sermons we exhort one another to “continue
steadfastly in the apostles’ doctrine" (Acts 2:42) Only on Sunday
do we take up a collection, and this is so members can give as they
have purposed in their hearts. (2 Corinthians 9:7)



Throughout our services, three principles govern all that we do:
1) Worship the Father in spirit and in truth (John 4:23-24)

2) All things are done for edification (1 Corinthians 14:25)

3) All things are done decently and in order (1 Corinthians 14:40)

The Church of Christ exists to give honor, glory and praise to God
through Benevolence, Evangelism, Edification, Spiritual Growth,
Fellowship, Worship, and Glorification of God. We accomplish
this through study, prayer and personal involvement, using only
the Bible as our authority and guide.

We wear the Name of Christ

We are simply known as Christians, just as believers were
known in the days of the Apostles, at which time there was
only one Church. (Acts 11:26) Collectively, we are known as the
Church of Christ. (Romans 16:16) Finding no scriptural support
for denominational names, practices, creeds or formalities,
none are used.

The Authority of the Bible

We believe that the Bible is the inspired Word of God. "All
scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for
doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in
righteousness:" (2 Timothy 3:16)

The Authority of Christ



We cherish Jesus Christ as Lord and have the highest regard for
His authority. Jesus said, All power is given unto me in heaven
and in earth. (Matthew 28:18) Adding to, or subtracting from,
the simple instructions of Jesus is failing to respect Him as Lord.
(Revelation 22:18) Therefore, we have no conferences, synods,
councils, earthly headquarters or denominational governmental
organizations, as Christ did not authorize these. Such
organizations, which have been created by men, serve only to
compete with the authority of Christ. These groups bind human
traditions and commandments upon others, which was condemned
by Jesus. (Matthew 15:9)

We Proclaim the Gospel

We proclaim the gospel message of the Christ crucified, who
arose from the dead on the third day. (Ephesians 4:11-12) We
urge everyone to accept the greatest gift of all, which is God's
gift of everlasting life in His Son. (John 3:16)

The Purpose of each Life

The purpose of everyone's life is to live a full and complete
Christian Life. Earning the Hope of Heaven, by expressing his or
her Love for the Lord by praising and worshipping Him in spirit
and in truth - remaining faithful unto death, following the
Commandments of Jesus written in the inspired Word of God
